	Public Health Officer’s Report
	Update sent in by Dr. Law
· We have 130 MPX cases in Sacramento and a new Incident Command Team has been activated. An MPX dashboard is available on the County website with regular epi updates on cases and vaccines distributed. Cases are stabilizing.

· An MPX hotline has been established and an e-mail is available for questions at MPX@saccounty.net
· COVID cases seem to be stabilizing.
· The County Flu clinics is usually open in October and more information will be up on the County website. Flu and COVID vaccines can be received at the same time. October through March is the regular flu season. 

· The new COVID-19 bivalent vaccine is available this season. This vaccine will cover the Omicron variant. A booster is recommended for everyone 12+. Anyone who is unvaccinated will start their series with the new bivalent vaccine. 


	MCAH Update 
	Presented by Leesa Hooks

· Daphne Echols is our new Supervising Public Health Nurse over the Community Nursing Program. 
· MCAH is receiving an increase in allocation for the CHVP program and is hoping to bring on a few more PHNs.
· There may be a possible increase in allocation for Black Infant Health if the client served numbers meet the requirement. This will allow us to expand to meet the needs of more moms of color. 
· MCAH is receiving an increased allocation for lead poisoning prevention programming. 
· CHDP is set to sunset in 2023 or 2024. The State will be holding some Stakeholder Meetings to discuss what will be offered in place of CHDP for wrap around services. Invitations to attend these stakeholder meetings will be shared with MCAH Advisory Board. 
· Title V will no longer be funding the Fetal Infant Mortality Review Team. Senate Bill 65 (Maternal Care & Services) will be funding FIMR if the County has a rolling 2 year Infant Mortality Rate that is higher than the State average. The Child Abuse Prevention Center will continue to fund FIMR for this year through their Children’s Trust Fund.
· MCAH staff and Bob Hickman met with United Way to discuss their Guaranteed Income Program for Sacramento County families. Most families we work with do qualify. The application was submitted by United Way on September 6th and they will hear about the funding by mid-October. The project would cover 150 moms.

	SCPH Community Nursing Program

· SCPH has a new Community Nursing program with two teams that will focus on Encampments and Children and Families. We have created referral criteria, referral forms and outreach materials. All materials and Power Point were e-mailed out. 
· It was mentioned that being unhoused is not a criteria for removing a child from the home. 

	School Based Mental Health Services

	NFP Update
	Presented by Tosha Ulicni
· NFP is fully staffed and staff have completed all the required trainings. They are hiring a new Office Assistant
· The client capacity is 200. NFP is still taking referrals and hopes to be able to offer services to all referrals. 
· Still conducting outreach through CPSP providers and planning some future outreach events. There is an upcoming Valley-Hi Family Resource event.
· Staff has been training with the SacCounty Healthy Beginnings team on substance use and pregnancy. They have attended maternal suicide training as it related to suicide and overdoses. Staff was able to recently help a mom that called and was in crisis- she was linked with mental health services. Other trainings attended include CVD training and screening, to be aware of signs and symptoms and an annual perinatal and infant oral health training. NFP regularly collaborates with WIC to get lactation training. 
· NFP is working on a quality improvement project to reduce early attrition rates. Currently trying some new strategies.
· NFP is starting up a perinatal blood pressure self-monitoring project. Clients will get BP cuffs with instructions and will receive text messages to prompt them to take their BP and enter the numbers into a digital survey. If elevated they will be prompted to contact a provider, if severely elevated they will be promoted to go to the hospital labor and delivery department. 
· A national graduation will take place on 10/11 if clients will graduate the program by December of this year, Sacramento will have 32 graduates.

· NFP has noted a number of Bills to watch: SB 3827 with a focus on maternal depression, SB 3972 program to improve data on stillbirths, SB 2779 to establish a temporary task force on maternal mental health and develop a national strategy. 

· Success Story: The NFP nurses have been working to get clients to take basic CPR classes. One client went to check on her 4 month old and ended up having to start CPR- the baby is now doing well.

	Board Member Updates/Announcements 
	· Bob mentioned that we should utilize the BeMomAware website with the Community Nursing program as a referral source. There is a National Maternal Mental Health hotline at 1-833-943-5746. The Hotline provides 24/7, free, confidential support before, during, and after pregnancy.
· It was requested that if possible the County could offer CPR to Board Members who may be interested.

· Robin mentioned the New Children’s Report Card should be out soon and we may want to request a future presentation on it. 
· Gricelda mentioned that Seta Head Start opened August 1st. They are holding a training eh trainer session on 9/28 focused on Childhood Lead Exposure, Lea Huffman from the County will be the trainer. 

· Fienishia mentioned that Head Start families participated in an Emergency Preparedness class.
· Effie mentioned that Alta Regional has expanded their eligibility for services, a child born substance exposed now automatically qualifies. The State is working on an Early Periodic Screening Diagnosis Treatment (EPSDT) tool kit to do some rebranding of the program.
